The Burren will host a festival in celebration of its world-famous geology and landscape later this month.

Burren Rocks! takes place from May 25-31 and will feature a wide variety of family-friendly events and activities.

Highlights of the festival include a caving trip on Saturday 30th, a rock identification event on Thursday 28th at the Burren Outdoor Education Centre, Bellharbour, and numerous themed walks and fascinating illustrated lectures. Many of the walks and lectures are crossover events linking the Burren’s geology to its flora, archaeology and culture.  

A landscape-themed art competition for children and teens will culminate with the winning entries being displayed at the Burren Centre in Kilfenora.  Children are also invited to help make a sandcastle city on Saturday 30th at Fanore beach.

 

The festival is being organised by Burren Connect, an Ennistymon-based group working on ways to link the environment, community and tourism to conserve the Burren. 

“There is an amazing wealth of geology in the Burren but it is often hidden or overlooked,” said Burren Connect’s geologist Dr Maria McNamara.   
Maria added, “The Burren Rocks festival is a really fun way of celebrating and raising awareness of the Burren’s fantastic geology, and will hopefully become a major annual event in the Burren calendar.”
