Top Prize Of €1000 In Logo Competition For North Clare Schools
Thursday, 06 November 2008 - Burren Connect this week launched the Irish branch of an international competition to design a logo for a new environmental education project called NEED (Northern Environmental Education Development Project). 
The project will run for the next two and a half years in key areas in Ireland, Finland, Norway and Iceland and will develop new, exciting ways of teaching adults and children about geology and the landscape. 

According to Ms. Carol Gleeson, Project Manager of Burren Connect, “The logo needs to symbolise some aspect of geology, landscape, and their importance to society and life on Earth.”
She explained that the competition is open to pupils aged between 11 and 15 years attending schools in the North Clare region and has prizes for the top three winning designs. 
“First prize is €1,000, second prize is €500 and third prize is €200; these prizes are for the winner’s class and must be used to fund a trip for the class to a natural site or to buy science equipment. The lucky prizewinners will also receive individual awards and feature in local and international media articles”, Ms. Gleeson stated.
