Prize of €500 scooped by Gort student in logo competition.

A South Galway pupil recently scooped a prize in an international logo competition when she designed a logo for a new environmental education project called NEED. Twelve-year-old Grace Kelly of Tierneevin National School came second in the competition, which received entries from 16 schools in the Burren area, as well as numerous other schools in Iceland, Finland and Norway. The Burren Connect Project launched the competition in November of last year where pupils between the ages of 11 and 15 were asked to design a logo to symbolize the Northern Environmental Education Development project. The focus of the NEED project is to develop environmental education in nature sites. The project aims to conserve natural environments and cultural heritage and to create more jobs and sustainable economic opportunities in nature based tourism.
